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Annual Report(s) for 2007, 2008, & 2009

NPI is combining its annual reports, for 2007, 2008, and 2009 because all NPI charitable activities during those years were essentially identical and/or overlapping.

             I.  Form 990 tax returns, for the subject years, are not posted on NPI’s website because income for each of those years was less than $25,000.00.  The drop in NPI’s reportable income was due to the following factors:

1) NPI’s Divisions in Africa, Asia, and Latin America operated as independent units.  

Each of these units had their own staffs, charitable activities, and budgets, while raising as well as reporting upon their own operating funds.

2) NPI received no royalty income, for patents owned, due to termination of patent 

licenses along with NPI’s efforts to start social enterprises based on these technologies.

3) Fund raising efforts were generally not undertaken, by NPI’s volunteer staff, due 

to use of available time for planning/ preparation of social enterprises (as noted above).

 II.  In 2008, and E.U. Foundation provided NPI with $2 million in funding 

to support the development of algal-biodiesel production technology using an on-farm/ in-factory form of carbon sequestration algalculture (NPI’s U.S. Patent No. 5,121,708 and associated Trade Secrets, invented and donated by David A. Nuttle).  U.S. petroleum companies considered NPI’s unique technology to be a threat to their petroleum monopoly, and asked Vice President Dick Cheney (a member of the “oil-patch gang”) to use the Patriot Act to “block” NPI’s receipt of, and use of, these funds.  As a result, NPI lost two years of alternative (green) energy development, and was denied use of primary  funding.  (In 2010, NPI expects to finally overcome said “roadblocks,” created by Cheney, to gain access to E.U. funding.)

            III. During the reporting period, NPI’s staff and volunteers engaged in very 

extensive investigations of fraud and racketeering by Ozark area banks, such as Regions.  These banks were targeting Hmong (Asian) refugee farmers NPI was assisting during this time. The fraud was based on a scheme to plan and pre-program foreclosures on small farms Hmong refugee farmers were buying ----- with the help of 90/95 percent USDA/ Farm Service Agency (FSA) guaranteed farm loans.                                                                            

Subject banks used Real Estate agents to promote old poultry farms for sale as good farming opportunities, and these were farms they were about to foreclose upon due to existing owner failures to pay their existing mortgages.  The bankers used their own appraisers to fabricate and greatly inflate farm values.  Soon thereafter, these bankers would make applications for FSA farm loan guarantees, for said buyers, using false and inflated farm income estimates.  In brief, the bankers knew in advance that Hmong buyers would not have sufficient income to provide debt service.  Bankers planned to foreclose on the Hmong buyers to collect on inflated farm loan guarantees.  In January 2009, Regions Bank agreed to pay a fine of more than $1 million for such racketeering

(Western District of Arkansas Case Numbers 072017 & 062178).  Several more banks are expected to pay similar fines as a result of being charged with fraud.

NPI is not taking a percentage of the above damage awards, so that most of the damage payments will go to the Hmong farmers who were damaged.  Lawyers representing the Hmong, such as the Henry Law Firm of Fayetteville, were paid directly from damage awards ordered by the court(s). 

            IV.  Both David A. Nuttle’s “Survival Guide” and Civic Action Handbook” 

were updated, during said period, for posting on NPI’s distance education website (www.needfulprovision.org). By making this information more available, worldwide, NPI seeks to help keep relief workers alive and productive, while providing aid in Iraq, Afghanistan, Somalia, Darfur (in the Sudan), and other hazardous locations.  The information provided was previously proven very effective when used to assist U.S. Army and U.S. Marine units, in Vietnam.

 V.  The engineering staff at GIT Satellite worked with NPI’s staff in the 

development of an innovative two-way, satellite-type, text messaging pager, with foreign language and burst transmission capabilities, powered by a hand-crank generator.  This pager will be used to support NPI’s unique barter trade program first being started in Africa, to help poor Africans acquire self-help technologies and basic subsistence items.

GIT plans to start manufacturing in 2010, with some units being sold to the U.S. military as well as first responders. (NPI’s African Division will direct NPI’s barter trade efforts

and undertake a telemedicine project using GIT pagers to report medical diagnosis.)

      VI.   Millennium Aerospace Corporation (MAC) and NPI worked together in the 

planning of a new humanitarian relief aircraft with STOL (short takeoff & landing) capabilities, that can land or takeoff on water, sand, or dirt.  This 6 passenger aircraft, w/ added cargo lift, would be made from layers of ballistic resistant materials to provide for operational protection in high threat areas.  Several other defensive features will also be available on this aircraft, now being called the “Swan.”  In 2010, NPI plans to acquire 3 or 4 Swan aircraft for use by overseas personnel working in hazardous areas of the world.

           VII.   During subject reporting period, NPI continued to develop and test unique 

self-help devices/ technologies for manufacture starting in 2009-2010.  With the initial manufacturing to start in Kenya to provide essential trade items for use in NPI’s new barter trade program (see above).  Among several new inventions, USPTO Patent App. No. 61/127,243 (approved 06/23/2008) ---under the title “Community Composting Toilet, Biogester, & Green Energy System”--- is very promising.  This invention, by Hill Trammell and David A. Nuttle, has the potential to provide potable water, sanitation, and electricity to the 2.9 billion people who now lack these basic essentials (per U.N. data).

N.B.  NPI developed a model business plan, for the above said manufacturing and barter efforts, and that business plan is already being used by other charities attempting to start social enterprises to fund their charitable activities. 

          VIII.   NPI continued the gradual expansion/ improvement of its 50-acre training farm, located in Cherokee County, Oklahoma, where training in organic farming techniques, and supporting management subjects, is given to small, poor, disadvantaged, refugee, and minority farmers, generally farming in the Ozarks.  Some of NPI’s training materials are used to support NPI’s distance education efforts to be greatly expanded in 2010, and thereafter.  The farmers trained by NPI are also given technical and marketing support, and NPI is creating a revolving loan fund to help them fund initial production.  The primary food market, for refugee farmers, is based on local, organic school lunch programs, and organic food buyers clubs.

            IX.   From the beginning on 12 June 1995, the same as today, NPI continues to 

operate with an all-volunteer staff and Directors. Early and substantial royalty income, from patents owned and licensed, allowed NPI to acquire its 50-acre farm and construct an assortment of organic farming models (for use in training).  This early foundation has allowed NPI to be very effective, in delivering charitable programs, with a minimal income.  An IRS auditor concluded an extensive forensic audit of NPI on 21 February 2006, and that audit included staff interviews, examination of project records, inspection of facilities and all equipment, and a detailed financial review.  Based upon that audit, NPI’s Form 990 being questioned was accepted as presented ---and NPI’s 501(c)(3) status was again confirmed. (One of our federal sources tells us that IRS’ forensic audit

was undertaken for harassment purposes, at the request of Dick Cheney.)

X.   Under normal circumstance, NPI would have applied for and obtained federal 

grant funding during the reporting period.  Due to NPI’s efforts to develop alternative (green) energy technologies, NPI was effectively “blackballed” by Vice President Dick Cheney, so no consideration would be given to NPI’s applications.  Knowing this almost certain fact, NPI did not bother to make any federal grant applications in 2006, 2007, and/or 2008.  Several federal/ foundation grant applications were written in 2009, with possible funds to be awarded in 2010.

           XI.   NPI’s annual reports, in future years, are expected to reflect a greatly increased level of charitable activities, based upon significant income NPI expects from its pending social enterprises in 2010 and thereafter.  As a matter of policy, NPI has not expended any funds or real effort to attract individual donations.  This is because most individual donors support charities with single, popular causes --- and NPI’s approach to its charitable/ relief efforts are complex, and not easily understood by typical donors. Even so, NPI does receive some donations from individuals who fully understand NPI’s unique approach to charitable operations.
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
